There were 9 of us that met and formed HRC in September of 82. 

I volunteered to be treasurer; subs were 30 pence a week! It was an exciting time to be involved as the club soon grew in numbers. There were very few Run clubs around then. 

We trained twice a week, running hard around the local hills. There was no structure to it. It was the beginning of the 80's 'Running Boom', lots of races soon sprung up everywhere and we did lots! I remember some lads doing 12 half marathons on consecutive Sundays!
My first major event was London marathon of 1982. I had trained for sub 3 hours but after illness the week before did 3h 20m and collapsed at the finish. My favourite race was the Friday evening Stanley 5 mile race. It was hilly and hot in July but I did 29 mins.

I always wanted to run 10miles in an hour but never quite did it. 
The club had a reputation for hard running and hard drinking and we lived up to it!
 Many talented runners joined us, the first I remember was a great character Andy May and also the brilliant Jon Wainwright, who we all looked up to. 

He led the club to much success anywhere we went and also against the local giants of Notts and Derby. We attracted many super runners; sorry I can't name you all! 
The 80's was a fantastic period for the club, it was so strong in depth Myself I could hardly make the 'C' team, so many quality runners, but it always egged me on to improve.

I'm very proud to be a long standing member of this great club. This is a very short insight to the early days of HRC, maybe I'll write a lot more sometime.
